Besides his wife,
he is survived by four daughters Barbara (Stephen MacNeill) of Bedford, N.S., Ruth
(Donald Simoneau) of Pleasantville, N.S., Heather (George Lewins) of Mackenzie,
B.C., and Karen Cunningham of Saint John; Four grandsons Steven and Kevin Mackie,
Richard Simoneau and Justin MacNeill; three granddaughters Katie Simoneau,
Alexandra and Emma Rose Cunningham; two great grandsons Brendan and
Matthew Jacob Mackie.

Eldred also enjoyed his gardens with the many colours-they were show places on
the street with Azaleas, Rhododendrons, and Poppies that prompted many people to
stop and take pictures.
